Mark demonstrated excellent contrdlhis turning. In figurel he was actually turning a piece down to a tooth
pick size Figure 2 shows a special top he is turning. What makes it special is that after it spins for a while on the
rounded top, it flips over and continues to turn on the stem.

In figure 3 Mark is turning a #2 morse taper, a very common taper in wood work as well as in metal tools. The jig
he uses to make taper is shown in figure 4. The two spaces are trefspoeends of his #2 taper. The straight
edge of this jig is thensed to check the linear progression between the €hdsaumber 2 mors¢aperel piece

is then used in compression jigging of small pieces.

Figure 5 shows the handle style he uses for his turning tools. Since he travels so much with his tools$ he feels i
important to lighten the tool weight. His choice of tool handles is to use PCV pipe and plug the ends with wood
plugs which are drilled to hold the steel working end. | believe histypilsallyu s ed 1. 5 0HisROdIE pi pe
felt very comfortable ithe handFigure 6 shows another interesting piece. It is a golf ball used in a compression
application. This particular golf ball had an approximate 3/8ftoh/odtilled into it and which fits over a live

center to be secured.
