The demonstrator for September was Bill Grumbine, a Pennsylvania wood turner. His work can be seen on his 
website www.wonderfulwood.com. The following  pictures were taken during the demonstration. Among the 
pictures are two which are tools of Bill’s design for measuring the depth of the bowl. (He offers this tool for sale 
on his website). The principal parts include a bar which is inserted in the bowl at the center line and reaching to 
the bottom of the cut, and an overhead laser light, attached at the same distance as the insert bar.   The light 
indicates the location of the bottom of the bowl,  

 

 

 

 



For natural edge bowls, Bill 
orients the bowl blank so 
that the high edge points are 
“level” when the finished 
bowl is sitting level on its 
base. 

 

 

 

 

 
 

 

In the photo on the right, the 
laser light on the top beam is 
aligned with the tip of the rod 
that is inserted in the hollowed 
vessel. Therefore, the projected 
light clearly indicated how 
much material is left in the 
bottom. 

 

 

The tool at the left is a 
carving toll and is used by 
Bill as a means of cutting 
off what is left of the tenon 
after most of the tenon is 
removed.
