K e v ipregestation covedthe full spectrum of activities involved making these writing
instrumentsChoices for blanks material include wood, plastic and acrylics. Plastic is not particularly
recommended for new turners since it requires very sharpaodlthe tools are quickly dulled. The
various choices of material have different densities and must be handled accordinglyis\&asily
shattered since it will be about 1/16 inch and it too requires a very sharp tools. Brass inserts are used
with wood Banks. Care must be taken to thoroughly remove oil from inserts since the oil will inhibit
proper gluing. Working with inserts requires careful measuring and checking of inserts and other parts
and the precision of a vernier caliper tool is recommended.

There is typically a big difference between buying blanks and making your own when it comes to wood
blanks. Most commercial blanks are gutine with the grain so a relatively simppatternresults In

contrast, if you make your owslanksyou can sedctthe direction of the cuttoringoutt he fAbeauty
andgraincharactenof the piece. However, creating a more attractive appearance might come at the cost
of a blankwhich is more fragileGrain running along the length of the blank is strongest. Strength
decreases as the graeaviates fronthis direction.



Many of the operations imaking writinginstruments require precision. For example, when using a drill press it
is important that the drill shaft and the table are at 90 degree relative to eacKetireillustrated how a
homemade jig made from a metal coat hanger is adequasstioig the orthogonal relationshipelf centering
toolswhich also guarantee a proper vertical hanigalso required. But again, for the very best prodegpect
thatyou will need the very best tools to support the craft

Finishingthe instrument is only as good as the effort put into it. Kevin reports sanding up to grits of 12,000. One
of his finishes is done with CA glue. Thisdeneby applyingCA glue to the writing instrument and holding a
polishing cloth underneathihile it is slowly turning on the lathe. For this operation you should have a face shield
in place. Any glughrowninto an eye would be dangerous. The CA finish is a very hard finfghfiflish is then
sanded through the entire range of sandpaper and then 3 to 5 coats of Mylands high friction polish. After that
there may be-$0-6 coats of micro pumicgolishing

You can guess that this would not be a $2 pen!
