RECENT  CLUB NEWS AND ACTIVITIES  

The club supported the Essex County 

Environmental Center at their Holiday Gift Fair 

on Saturday, November 15. Edward Conhaim 

coordinated our participation along with Arnold 

Weber and Tony Whalen. 
 

In addition to a super Show and Tell at the 

November meeting, Ed Holzli managed a 

successful “juried” event where judges critiqued 

and commented on member entries. Then member 

voting determined the winners. Intermediate and 

advanced categories were judged for 1
st
, 2nd and 

3
rd

 place. The challenge for this year was a hollow 

form.  Several of our demonstrations this year
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involved turning hollow form objects. We also had several demonstrators who used embellishing 

techniques, so Ed combined those two facets of turning to pose the challenge objective to the club – a 

hollow turning with embellishment. Ed suggested being very loose on the definition.  

 

In the advanced category, first, second and third places went to Bill Catanach, Dennis Fuge and Steve Antonucci. 

In the intermediate category first, second and third positions went to Ed Holzli, Tony Whalen and Tony Whalen. 

(Maybe the fix was in). The judges for this competition were our own club member Steve Antonucci and 

Frank Bowman Kimmel whose media is clay. Kimmel’s web site is frank@frankbowmankrimmel.com. 

Some biographical information on Steve and Frank follows. 

 

The judge’s comments were very constructive and should be taken that way. It was interesting to get 

comments from Kimmel who is not into the wood turning environment. Comments from a professional 

who has a professional “art” focus allows us to get a different view of our own work. There were a lot of 

art-versus-craft discussions after the reviews. Such reviews should be an annual opportunity. 

 

For the past 30 some years, Frank Bowman Krimmel’s work as a clay artist, teacher, photographer, art 

director, writer, creative director, film director, painter and sculptor have kept him quite busy.  Six years 

ago, you would have found him in the office of a New York City advertising agency creating award 

winning work for clients like Canon, Burger King and Remington to name a few.  These days though, 

you will find him in his studio creating wall sculptures that combine several of the mediums he loves: 

clay, photography, drawing and painting.  His most recent work has been called “controversial” and 

“provocative” – which as he says, “means I must be doing something right.”   
 

Steve has been woodturning for roughly 10 years and is a student of the medium.  He has studied 

under David Ellsworth.  He participated in AAWs "Rounding the Four Corners" exhibit in Minneapolis, 

and his work was selected from the hundreds submitted from the four regional AAW seminars. He was 

Instant Gallery critiqued at Totally Turning 2007 supposedly by Alan Lacer. Unfortunately he was in a 

session and missed the critique in which nice things were said. A few weeks later he was contacted and 

asked if he would be interested in sending a trio of hollow forms that he had brought to TT2007 to the 

gallery for inclusion (and potential sale). 

In his own words “the only event I was ever in attendance at, I was critiqued and juried into a National 

AAW show.  Pretty good batting average so far?”   
 

There was a lot of activity at the November meeting and Adrien provided 

over 90 pictures.
