 The critique was interesting and educational. For example, Kathleen Palmer knew very little about wood and 

turning. She was surprised (“overwhelmed”) at what we are able to accomplish with wood. Her specialty is art 

and art forms and that is what made her comments more relevant. All judges agreed that the pieces were all piece 

of “art”. Indeed, typically our turnings are not for utilitarian purposes but are meant to satisfy a feeling of art and 

it is legitimate to have an art expert comment on our work.  Those pieces meant to be utilitarian have increased 

value because they are artfully created.   

 

Members who had their pieces subjected to review included Gil Malave, Steve Antonucci, Wil Goldschmidt, 

Maurice Cohen, Daina Krumins, Tom Gall, Jim Beckwith, Duke Hemmer and Dennis Fuge.(Sorry if I missed 

anyone.)
